COMMUNITY SERVICE COMMITTEE

Committee Chair/Co-Chair:  The Leadership Development Committee or the officers will be responsible for appointing the Chair and Co-Chair

Term:  The Chair will serve for 2 years.  The Co-Chair will serve from 1-2 years.

Committee Members:  There is no limit on the number of members that may join the committee.

Meetings:  Meetings are called approximately 3 times per year to discuss the upcoming events for the next 4 months.  Additional meetings may be called as needed.

Time Commitment:  The time commitment can vary significantly depending on if there is an event planned for a certain month.  The following gives an average.


Chair - approximately 5 hours/month


Co-Chair - approximately 3 hours/month


Member - approximately 1 hour/month

Responsibilities:

1. The committee was formed as a way for HFMA members to provide services to our community.

2. The committee will organize and coordinate a minimum of 6 community service events per year.

3. There are several ways that the committee fulfills this responsibility:

· 50/50 raffles at the Spring and Fall Institute and the Golf Tournament - proceeds generally go to a not-for-profit organization in the form of cash or supplies

· Hands-on volunteer work - organizations identified by committee members are called to find out if they needs hands on volunteer help.

· Clothing or food drives to benefit local clothing closets or food pantries of various organizations.

· Any other volunteer effort identified by members.

4. The committee chair will maintain an accounting of the monies raised and spent for their events.  Monies raised will be forwarded to the Treasurer for deposit into the HFMA checking account.  A check request payable to the organization identified by the committee to receive the funds will be sent to the Treasurer by the chair or co-chair.

5. Events will be advertised in the newsletter and on education materials and e-mails.  

6. After each event, a follow-up article will be put in the newsletter to report the outcome of the event.
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
